English

Geography

This term, in English we will be studying ‘The Mysteries of Harris Burdick’ by Chris
Van Allsberg. This book is full of interesting pictures that will allow the
children to use their imagination to write setting descriptions, short
first person narratives, dialogue, speech and action scenes. The main
outcome will be an extended fantasy narrative. The book revolves
around Mr. Lindens Library and a mysterious and magical book.

The second book we will be studying is ‘The Tin Forest’ by Helen Ward & Wayne
Anderson. The books is beautifully illustrated and contains a strong message about
protecting the environment, climate change and the plant life-cycle. The children will
be producing an information leaflet as well as persuasive posters and diary entries.
